Excerpts from article by Rea Carey, Executive Director, Na-
tional Gay and Lesbian Task Force 

The Census Bureau officials have announced that they will 
waste time and money to remove any same-sex couple from 
being listed as married in the 2010 census survey. This ex-
pensive and insulting policy — a holdover from the Bush ad-
ministration — simply cannot stand. 
Yep, you heard me right. The census is supposed to count 
every head in the nation and punish those who lie on their 
surveys. But, in our community, the Census Bureau actually 
plans to spend money to go line by line un-counting our rela-
tionships — even our legally recognized marriages in Califor-
nia, Massachusetts and Connecticut. 

You can help make sure our relationships stay visible. Stand 
up and be counted — sign our petition to the Census Bu-
reau now demanding that our marriages be counted.  
This decision is a slap in the face to our community. The cen-
sus may seem trivial, but the count will be used by Congress 
and federal agencies to distribute money, government re-
sources and even representation in Congress for a decade to 
come.  
More importantly, it’s just the latest example of our own gov-
ernment refusing to recognize the basic equality of our rela-
tionships to those of any straight couple. And, this time we 
won’t stay silent. Tell the Census Bureau that the time for 
these kinds of divisive policies is over. 
Everybody and every relationship should count in America; 
it's time the census counts our marriages too.

MORE CALIFORNIANS ARE WORKING LATER IN LIFE 

Excerpts from CBP April 2009 Issue 

A new California Budget Project analysis finds that Califor-
nia's elders are working way pass retirement age due to a 
number of factors. Most pressing is their inability to afford 
retirement. 

The employment rate for Californians approaching, or at the 
traditional retirement age, increased considerably between 
1995 and 2008, after a decade and a half of little change. 

In fact, the share of Californians age 55 to 69 who were em-
ployed continued to rise during the current downturn, revers-
ing the pattern of declining employment rates for older Cali-
fornians during the downturns of the 1980s and 1990s.  

The employment rate of Californians age 55 to 64 increased 
by 8.2 percentage points between 1995 and 2008, from 54.8 
percent to 63.0 percent. In contrast, the share of Californians 
in this age group who were employed rose by just 1.2 per-
centage points between 1979 and 1995. Californians in their 
late 60s also are more likely to work now than in prior dec-
ades. 

The employment rate of Californians age 65 to 69 increased 
by 9.4 percentage points between 1995 and 2008, from 20.3 
percent to 29.7 percent. Most of this increase – 7.4 percent-
age points – occurred between 2000 and 2008. In contrast, 
the employment rate for Californians in their late 60s declined 
by 1.7 percentage points between 1979 and 1989, then in-
creased by a modest 1.3 percentage points between 1989 
and 1995. 

Fewer workers may be able to afford to retire at the tradi-
tional retirement age because job-based pension and retiree 
health coverage have declined. The recent decline in the 
stock market has also taken a toll on many individuals’ retire-
ment savings, increasing the incentive for those at or near 
retirement age to continue working.  At the same time the 
recent drop in home prices contributes to diminished retire-
ment security for homeowners. 

Social Security benefits are an important source of income 
for retirees and help reduce poverty. Nationally, 64 percent of 
people age 65 and older depended on Social Security for at 
least half of their income in 2006, and nearly one-third (32 
percent) depended on Social Security for 90 percent or more 
of their income. In California, Social Security benefits are 
responsible for lifting more than 1 million Californians age 65 
and older out of poverty. 

Without Social Security income, two out of five Californians 
age 65 and older (39.8 percent) would have had incomes 
below the federal poverty line in the early 2000s. Once Social 
Security benefits are taken into account, fewer than one out 
of 12 Californians age 65 and older (7.9 percent) had in-
comes below the poverty line. 

The 1920s ushered in a new era of social acceptance of mi-
norities and homosexuals, at least in heavily urbanized areas. 
This was reflected in many of the films of the decade that 
openly made references to homosexuality. Even popular songs 
poked fun at the new social acceptance of homosexuality. One 
of these songs had the title "Masculine Women, Feminine 
Men." It was released in 1926 and recorded by numerous art-
ists of the day and included the following lyric: 

“Masculine women, Feminine men 

Which is the rooster, which is the hen? 

It's hard to tell 'em apart today! And, say! 

Sister is busy learning to shave, 

Brother just loves his permanent wave, 

It's hard to tell 'em apart today! Hey, hey! 

Girls were girls and boys were boys when I was a tot, 

Now we don't know who is who, or even what's what! 

Knickers and trousers, baggy and wide, 

Nobody knows who's walking inside, 

Those masculine women and feminine men”. 

Homosexuals received a level of acceptance that was not seen 
again until the 1960s. Until the early 1930s, gay clubs were 
openly operated, commonly known as "pansy clubs". The rela-
tive liberalism of the decade is demonstrated by the fact that 
the actor William Haines, regularly named in newspapers and 
magazines as the number-one male box-office draw, openly 
lived in a gay relationship with his lover, Jimmy Shields. Other 
popular gay actors/actresses of the decade included Alla Nazi-
mova and Ramon Novarro. In 1927, Mae West wrote a play 
about homosexuality called The Drag, and alluded to the work 
of Karl Heinrich Ulrichs. It was a box-office success. West 
regarded talking about sex as a basic human rights issue, and 
was also an early advocate of gay rights. With the return of 
conservatism in the 1930s, the public grew intolerant of homo-
sexuality, and gay actors were forced to choose between retir-
ing or agreeing to hide their sexuality.

Legacies of Love: A Heritage of Queer 
Bonding 
By Winston Wilde 
Haworth Press-Paperback- 

In the mass of literature that exists about the 
LGBT community there is a need for more 
emphasis on   successful long term lavender 
relationships. Much of the propaganda arrayed 
against us misleads the public into thinking that 
gay relationships can't cut the mustard over the 
long passage of time. The high divorce rate 
among straights is taken for granted. Should our 
standards be any higher? Winston Wilde takes 
great joy in celebrating those expressions of 
same-sex love that endured despite great odds.  

Legacies of Love are a casual collection of 
expressions, each entry running about one or two 
pages. It is fun to browse through. Wilde has 
divided his wildly diverse gang of folks into 
categories ranging from Love Between Social 
Classes, Interethnic Love and Ambiguous  Love, 
( where historians can't quite figure out if the two 
people in question are gay or not, such as  Abe 
Lincoln and Joshua Speed, President James 
Buchanan and William Rufus, Natalie Barney and 
Romaine Brooks). He also looks at Communities 
of Love such as pirates of the Caribbean and 

Utopian hippie communities.  
Some of the great romances ended rather badly.  When 
Frederick II was crown Prince of Prussia he was a close 
friend and reputedly the lover of Hans Hermann von Katte a 
lieutenant of the Prussian Army. When his father King 
Frederick learned of their plot to escape from the Kingdom of 
Prussia to the Kingdom of Great Britain, he was enraged. He 
ordered that Hans be beheaded. Poor Frederick was forced to 
watch the execution. 

Wilde describes himself as, "a passionate, queer romantic." 
He is currently a psychotherapist in Beverly Hills and a 
professor at Antioch University where he teaches human 
sexuality, gender studies, and sexuality of the blind.  

He is the surviving partner of writer Paul Monette.
